The company assesses at the end of each reporting period whether its recognised insurance liabilities are adequate, 
using current estimates of future cash flows under its insurance contracts. If assessment shows that the carrying 
amount of insurance contract liabilities is inadequate in the light of the estimated future cash flows, the entire 
deficiency shall be recognised in profit or loss.
